Studio Art Career Path

There are many careers in 
art, and the best prepara-
tion is a good founda-
tion. Here at Valencia, 
there are many courses 
in art that will allow you 
to find out what you’re 
good at, what intersts 
you most, and how you 
can use it in the future. 
Adding a career path 
certification to your 
transcripts can help you 
to get a job or into the 
school of your choice. 

Taking a career path 
best prepares you for 
choosing a college, 
university or private 
art school that will 
further your education 
in visual arts. 

Art schools look •	
at your transcripts 
for a variety of 
art courses, and 
grades that indi-
cate how well you 
performed in them. 
They also look for 
specialization in an 
area, like photog-
raphy or digital 
art, illustration or 
3-dimensional work 
like sculpture or 
pottery. A plus for 
some art schools 
is a placement 
department to help 
graduates find jobs 
in the competitive 
world of art.

Extra curricular and •	
community-based 
art involvement is 
essential. Ask about 
opportunities to 
work outside of 
school on art proj-
ects, volunteering, 
and community 
service.
Many colleges and •	
universities have 
great art depart-
ments that can pre-
pare you for an art 
career as well as, if 
not better than a 
specialist art acad-
emy. You also get 
a good liberal arts 
education along 
with your arts train-
ing. For colleges 
and universities, 
your all-around 
school peformanc-
es considered just 
as seriously as art.

SENIOR PROJECT
When students in the 
Studio Art Career Path take 
their Career Explorations 
class, they are required to 
do their senior project in 
the art area in which they 
are focusing or are most  
interested in.

It is your responsibility 
to secure a mentor. Use 
the Yellow Pages for the 
Santa Clarita Valley as well 
as San Fernando Valley 
and West Los Angeles and 
Hollywood. Be willing to 
travel. Investigate busi-
nesses in the Industrial 
Center that utilize an art 
staff or individual artist.  
Check out Valencia Studios. 
Consider finding a private 
art teacher who would be 
willing to mentor you in 
creating a work of art for 
your project. 

Work with your art teacher 
to secure a mentor in your 
area of interest. Mrs. Sealey 
also has some sources.

SUPPORT
It is up to you to make ap-
pointments to meet with 
your counselor and Mrs. 
Sealey to keep ahead of 
each semester or school 
year.

Your success in the Studio 
Art Career Path is up to 
you. If you follow the 
requirements and excel in 
those courses and activi-
ties and keep your advisor 
and counselor aware 
of your involvement in 
extra-curricular events and 
programs, they will count 
towards your career path 
certification.

REQUIREMENTS
To complete the Studio 
Art Career Path require-
ments, you must work 
with your counselor and 
career path advisor, Mrs. 
Sealey. Together, they will 
help guide you through 
high school to graduation 
in course choices as well 
as help with choosing a 
good career for your senior 
project.

During conferences, you 
will learn what basics you 
need to fulfill to move on 
to advanced levels. Your 
ultimate goal is to take 
AP art in the area of your 
choice--2D, Design, 3D or 
Photography.

To qualify, you must take 
and pass with a B or better 
at least SIX art courses 
over the four years of high 
school.  You may get credit 
for courses at COC in visual 
arts. Private lessons are not 
eligible for course credit.
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Knowledge Base
Career Path candidates should be able to demonstrate a knowledge 
of the elements and principles of design, understand the rules of 
composition, use most art materials correctly and effectively, know art 
history and the arts of many cultures, and be able to critique others.

Extra-curriculars for Studio Art Career Path
Membership in Art Club, Figure Drawing Club, NAHS, or Photo Club 
are not required but are advised.  Independent study courses are 
also advised. Volunteer work at SCV Arts and LETMESAIL art therapy 
programs, for example,  are encouraged.FA
